Anyone planning to go metal detecting should make sure they do so within the
law. Before detecting on any land, including farmland, woodland, parks, open
spaces or common land, you must have the permission of the landowner.
Detecting on scheduled monuments or other protected heritage sites is illegal
and can cause irreversible damage to nationally important archaeology.

PC John Ross-Osborne said: “Somerset has an incredible historic landscape,
from ancient settlements to medieval sites, and it's important that this heritage
is protected for future generations. The vast majority of people who enjoy
metal detecting do so responsibly, seek permission and follow the relevant
guidance. Unfortunately, there are still a small nhumber who ignore the rules
and put valuable archaeological sites at risk.”

If you enjoy metal detecting, remember to obtain the landowner’s permission,
avoid Sites of Special Scientific Interest (SSSls), scheduled monuments and
other protected historic sites, refill any holes you dig, and leave the land as you
found it. If you uncover something unusual or potentially significant, seek
specialist advice, keep accurate records of your finds, and report potential
treasure finds to your local Finds Liaison Officer within 14 days. In Somerset,
the Portable Antiquities Scheme can be contacted via
somerset.finds@swheritage.org.uk.
